OVERVIEW:

On January 05, 2011, the State of Florida Hazard Mitigation Grant Program (HMGP)
was advised by Mr. Ron. Pierce, Project Director, Brandon Community Advantage
Center, that Hardening of the Community Center - Shelter is 100% complete and ready
for final inspection. The building is located at 6437 Watson Road, Riverview, FL 33578.

OBJECTIVE:

The main objective of this mitigation project is to harden the entire structure of the
Brandon -Community Advantage Center to comply with International Code
Council/National Storm Shelter Association (ICC/NSSA) 500 standard and American
Society of Civil Engineers (ASCE) 7-98 requirements or equivalent. Completion of the
project ensures that the new construction provides hurricane protection and meets
FEMA-State Sheiter Agreement requirements. . :

SCOPE OF WORK:

The Scope of Work for this proposed hazard mitigation project is to upgrade the building
with window/door protection systems on exterior window/door/openings. Completion of
the project protects the entire envelope of the building with impact resistant materials
capable of withstanding up to 190 MPH hurricane force winds. If necessary, wind
protection will be provided for any other openings. All products used for hardening and
installations should be in compliance with the Florida Building Code requirements and
specifications.

FINAL INSPECTION:

On January 26, 2011, a final inspection was conducted. Mr. Mitch Burley from the Mitch
Burley Construction, Inc., and Ms. Florence Aihe, State of Florida Hazard Mitigation
Grant Program Project Manager were present during the final inspection. Examination
and observation of the installation revealed that the project is 100% complete and the
following documents are submitted in support of the claim:

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A Memorandum, dated February 09, 2011, from State Environmental Scientist
Kaydiann Pinkston confirming that all environmental conditions for this project’
were met.

Request for Final Inspection, dated January 05, 2011, confirming that the project
is 100% complete.

Certification letters, and inspection reports confirming new structure’s compliance
with the requirements of ICC/NSSA Standard for the Design and Construction of
Storm Shelters ICC 500-2008 and ASCE 7-05 requirements. The documents are
signed by project designing engineer Richard Adams, P.E., from Richard Adams
Engineers & Consultants, INC., and project architect Marty Mullen, from Muliin -
Architects. ‘ ,

Certificate of Occupancy, dated January 07, 2011, from Hillsborough County
Building Services division, signed by building official confirming that completion
of the structure, all installations and inspections are in compliance with Florida
Building Code and Hillsborough County Construction Code and specifications.
As-Built plans & drawings and Product Approval Notices & specifications for all
materials used - exterior doors, windows, hardware, roofing material and an
equipment enclosure.

SUMMARY:

The applicant completed hardening of the Brandon Community Advantage Center, (see
attached photo report, pictures 01-21). _

The lower level of the structure, designated as multi-use Hurricane shelter capable to
withstand 190 MPH wind load. The buildings upper level also designed to meet a 190
MPH wind load except several exterior doors which meet 160 MPH wind load (pictures
01, 03, 04, 05 and 06). Overall, given that shelter area is protected for 190 MPH, the
project is consistent with the approved scope of work.

Support documentation has been submitted to the State of Florida Mitigation Bureau —
HMGP-1809 Hurricane Velma Project Manager Florence Aihe.

RECOMMENDATION:

Since the scope of work has been satisfied and the implementation of the hardening of
the Brandon Community Advantage Center has been completed according to FEMA-
State agreement, (complying with the ICC/NSSA 500-2008 standards, ASCE 7-05 and
Florida Building Code reguirements) the project is recommended for close out.

Please allow this letter to act as certification that structural system to include the foundations, tilt wall
panels, roof framing and associated connections is designed to meet or exceed the wind load
requirements of ICC / NSSA Standard for the Design and Construction of Storm Shelters ICC 500-2008
and ASCE 7 -05 (whichever are greater). This is the wind criteria used:

A. Wind load based on using Chapter 6 of the ASCE 7-05 “Minimum Design Loads for Buildings
and Other Structures” methods of calculation for wind pressures and the following factors:

Importance factor of I=1.0 (Building Category II).

Internal Pressure Coefficient of +/- 0.55 (“Partialty Enclosed” building). All glazing is assumed to

be protected as defined by ASCE 7-05.

As-Built Scope of Work

- The Project: :

The Brandon Community Advantage Center is désigned to meet the needs of the
Greater Brandon community in East Hillsborough County with a focus on civic, social,
cuitural, artistic and educational purposes. Our final plans are for a 32,085 square foot
two-story community center. The lower level is to contain 14,823 square feet of which a
minimum of 6,000 square feet through the Hazard Mitigation Program is to serve as a
Multi-use Hurricane Sheiter (MHS) capable of withstanding a 190 mph wind load. The
upper ievel is 17,262 square feet and is also designed to meet a 190 mph wind load
except the entry doors which meet 160 mph wind load. This level will contain a 10,000
square foot event center with the remaining 7,262 square feet to be used for ancillary
space. The property was approximately 4.26 acres of undeveloped land with an
elevation ranging betwean 36 and 45 feet above sea level. The building was designed
to be constructed partiaily below grade to reduce the amount of wind load on the walls
of the structure. The lower |evel finished floor elevation is 40 foot. Parking will be
outside at ground leve] surrounding the building. Handicap parking will be available,
Retention shall be off-site due to this parcel being part of a master planned community.
Soil analysis determined that standard type foundation will be adequate to support the
structure and parking areas.

Parking: ‘

Parking lots are constructed of asphalt on 12" stabilized sub-base with 8" compacted
crushed concrete base and a 1%” asphalt topping. Passenger drop-off areas are
pavers over concrete. Port Cochere and canopies are structural steel and metal
framing. - The parking areas have extruded curbs. Entryways and ramps are per the
county requirements. Signage, stripping and handicap access markings are for 210
parking spaces. Decorative parking lot lighting has been provided by Tampa Electric.

Landscaping/Irrigation:

Landscaping includes extensive trees, shrubs and flowers with hedges to buffer the
parking area. Non-paved areas are completely landscaped or sodded for complete
coverage. lrrigation is provided by a 5" well with a submersible pump approximately
200" deep. Drip irrigation has been installed where practical to conserve water and
planting has been designed to be drought tolerant. The well also serves as a backup
source of potable water and was permitted through Hilisborough County Health
Department as a limited use potable drinking well.

Building Exterior:

Construction of the BCAC foundation is concrete column pads with perimeter spread
footings. First floor structure is constructed utifizing steel columns and beams with
metal decking and 5%"of poured in place concrete. The exterior walls are 9% thick
concrete and steel rebar tilt wall panels. Second floor roof structure is steel bar joists
with a metal roof deck covered with light weight concrete and a two-ply torch-applied
roofing system. Windows and doors have impact resistant laminated glass and latching
hardware designed to meet the 190 mph wind load requirement on the lower level and

160 mph on the upper level. Roof drains are the primary means of removing water

from the roof. Overflows are designed to meet the eight inch rainfall requirement. All
structural components of the building are designed to meet the pressures created by
190 mph winds.

Interiors:

Exterior walls are furred and covered with drywall. Walls have sound deadening
insulation to ceiling height or ten feet AFF whichever is greater, Finishes are
predominately high end paint and wood trim. Ceilings are a combination of acoustical
tile and drywall. Wood flooring was used throughout the main event areas, marble in
entryways, upper bathrooms and wet areas. Lower level bathrooms have ceramic tile
floors. Lower level floor finishes are carpet and VCT tile. Door systems are holiow
metal frames and steel doors on the lower level. Solid core wood doors and wood
frames were used on the upper level. Both levels utilize high grade commercial
hardware. Sound system, security and fire alarm are included. Two 18’ high folding
walls divide the 10,000 square foot event space into three 3,300 square foot rooms,
Plumbing fixtures. are high end and low water consumption. Counter tops in the
bathrooms are tile or granite. The kitchen is equipped with a three compartment sink
and a 1,050 gallon grease trap. The main event space air-conditioning system is sized
to accommodate large occupancy loads. Fire sprinklers are installed throughout the
building.

The Brandon Community Advantage Center is designed to meet the needs of the
Greater Brandon community in East Hillsborough County with a focus on civic, social,
cultural, artistic and educational purposes. Our proposed plans are for g 32,085 square
foot two-story community center.

Parking Lots/Additional Parking:

Parking lots will be constructed of asphalt on 12” stabilized sub-base with 6” compacted
base constructed of either crushed concrete or DOT rated stone with a 1% asphalt
friction course. Passenger drop-off areas are pavers over concrete. Port Cochere and
canopies are to be structural steel and metal framing. Curbs are CIP concrete with no
extruded curbs.
